THAT THESE IMAGES WERE COPIED FROM A CONTEMPORARY EUROPEAN PRINT OR BOOK AS MANY EARLIER
PORTUGUESE COLONIAL IVORY CARVINGS WERE , AND THE TUSK MAY HAVE BEEN ESPECIALLY COMMISSIONED BY A
