POLISHED RECTANGULAR IVORY SLAB IS A PURE AND SIMPLE SCHOLAR’S OBJECT , THAT WHEN IN USE WOULD NOT

DISTRACT HIM FROM HIS ARTISTIC PURPOSE .
