LITERATURE

COCONUTS WERE OFTEN CARVED BY SAILORS VISITING THE TROPICS, WITH THIS RARE OPEN AND PIERCED WORK
EXAMPLE PROBABLY ORIGINATING FROM ARGENTINA IN SOUTH AMERICA. THE EYES HAVE BEEN USED TO ACCENTUATE
THE 'BUGBEAR' MARKING AND ARE INLAID WITH HALIOTIS SHELL. IT HAS BEEN CARVED WITH AN APERTURE FOR COINS

AND THE MIRROR IMAGE OF THE WORDS 'REMEMBER ME' IN SPANISH.
