THE WHITE RHINOCEROS HAS A MUCH LONGER HORN THAN THE BLACK RHINOCEROS. ONE BLOND HORN WAS
MEASURED WITH A RECORD LENGTH OF 1.58 METRES. THE BLACK RHINO IS ALSO DISTRIBUTED ACROSS A FAR WIDER

TERRITORY THAN THE WHITE, WHO TODAY SEEMS CONFINED TO AN AREA NORTH OF THE ORANGE RIVER IN SOUTH
AFRICA.

A MEASURE OF THE ESTEEM IN WHICH THESE RHINOCEROS HORN KNOBKERRIE OR SCEPTRE WERE HELD IS
EVIDENCED BY AN ENGRAVING OF 1833 OF THE BASOTHO CHIEF MOSHESHWE, ( E. CASALIS LES BASSOUTOS, PUB. 1859 )
