WORKING. ASCROLL OPENED FOR VIEWING ALSO HAD ATENDENCY TO CLOSE UP AGAIN IF THE ENDS WERE NOT HELD
IN PLACE WITH AWEIGHT.

PAPER WAS INVENTED IN CHINAAROUND THE 1ST CENTURY AD ALLEGEDLY BY GENERAL CAl LUN WHO SERVED
EMPEROR HE DI (89 - 106 AD). IT WAS MADE FROMVARIOUS MATERIALS SUCH AS THE BARK OF MULBERRY TREES,
COTTON, SILK, BAVBOO, WOOD PULP AND RICE STRAW.

THE FINISHED PRODUCT WOULD BE SIZED WITH ALUMTO PROTECT IT FROMINSECTS AS WELL AS TO PREPARE THE
SURFACE FOR RECEIMNG INK.
